III. Review Membership

IV. Discussion of Environment Working Group Objectives 

We reviewed general descriptions for goals, objectives, strategies and actions, and then drafted the following objectives in support of our goal: Develop and implement strategies to protect and enhance environmental resources consistent with principles of integrated regional water management. Notes for each draft objective are included. 

Goal

· The “big picture”, what CABY is trying to achieve overall. Goals are the most general, but still provide overall direction.  Think of this process as a funnel with goals at the top, wide end and the actions eventually coming out at the narrow end. 
· Goals apply across the CABY region. Goals should stay similar to those in the grant because they have been blessed by DWR as part of the CABY IWRMP. 
Objective 
· The goal broken into specific subject matters that CABY wants to address. 

· Should be broad enough to cover different strategies. 

· Most should be region-wide, but can be watershed specific if necessary. 

Strategy

· “A careful plan or method” (Websters) 
· The specific approach as to how to achieve the objective 
Action

· “A thing done.” (Websters) 
· On-the-ground project, action or study 
Objective 1: Conserve, enhance and restore native species and diverse habitats

Note: we might replace conserve with protect and strategies will  include wetland habitats, invasive species, and threatened and endangered species

Objective 2: Protect, restore and enhance source water habitat for water supply and quality

Objective 3: Achieve environmental and habitat benefits through adequate water supply and water management strategies

Objective 4: Promote water management strategies that balance multiple beneficial uses 

Note: include floodplain strategies under this objective

Objective 5: Improve water quality to restore and protect healthy aquatic ecosystems

Objective 6: Promote terrestrial and aquatic habitat connectivity

Objective 7: Support resource uses practices that are designed to achieve environmental and habitat health

Note: Nate and Edmund to revise

Objective 8: Incorporate adaptation to climate change to achieve environmental and habitat health
