· The Planning Committee developed a vision for 2026, guiding principles, goals and objectives.

Membership

California Association of Resource Conservation Districts (CARCD): Central Sierra: This is a regional group of RCDs that have an Memorandum of Understanding.  Liz Mansfield presented CABY at the Central Sierra board meeting on April 8, and the Board will discuss its preferences for representation.

Charter 
The Planning Committee focused its Charter discussion on those sections that it had not approved at its March meeting. At the April 5 meeting, the Planning Committee approved the following major items:

· Section I, Purpose, with minor amendments, which will be brought back to the May Planning Committee.

· The composition of the Coordinating Committee (Section IV).

· The first test of the Less-than-100% Consensus Decision Making, which provides that the Plan must be first endorsed by a 75% supermajority of the total number of active members of the Planning Committee (Section VIII 3a).

· The definition of what active participation in the Planning Committee means (Section VIII).

The Planning Committee needs to further discuss and then approve the remaining following Sections at its May meeting:

· The CABY Planning Horizon (Section II).
· Text from the Charter --  Representation from Major Interests:  The 75% supermajority must include three of the four following public agencies: El Dorado Irrigation District; El Dorado County Water Agency; Placer County Water Agency; Nevada Irrigation District; and three of the four following non-profit organizations: Sierra Nevada Alliance; Natural Heritage Institute; South Yuba Citizens League; American Rivers. (Section VIII 3b).  The issue here is that several of the Planning Committee members would like Agriculture and Tribes to be included in the “must-haves” in the second test.  The remainder of the Planning Committee present at the April 5 meeting believed it best to leave the second test as written above.
